1. The Convention on Early Notification of a Nuclear Accident was adopted by the General
Conference at its special session, 24-26 September 1986, and was opened for signature at
Vienna on 26 September 1986 and at New York on 6 October 1986. It entered into force on 27
October 1986, i.e. thirty days after the date (26 September 1986) on which three States
expressed their consent to be bound by the Convention, as required under Article 12 thereof.

Convention on Early Notiﬁcétion of a Nuclear Accident

THE STATES PARTIES TO THIS CONVENTION,

AWARE that nuclear activities are being carried out in a number of States,

NOTING that comprehensive measures have been and are being take to ensure a high level of safety
in nuclear activities, aimed at preventing nuclear accidents and minimizing the consequences of any

such accident, should it occur,

DESIRING to strengthen further international co-operation in the safe development and use of
nuclear energy, '

CONVINCED of the need for States to provide relevant information about nuclear accidents as early
as possible in order that transboundary radiological consequences can be minimized,

NOTING the usefulness of bilateral and multilateral arrangements on information exchange in this

and the Agency with such available information relevant to minimizing the radiological
consequences in those States, as specified in article 5.

With a view to minimizing the radiological consequences, States Parties may notlf\ in the event of
nuclear accidents other than those spec1ﬁed in article 1.

Functions of the Agency -

The Agency shall:

1. The Convention on Nucléér Safety was adopted on 17 June 1994 by a Diplomatic
Conference convened by the International Atomic Energy Agency at its IHcadquarters

from 14 to 17 June 1994. The Convention will be opened for signature on 20 September
1994 during the thirty-cighth regular session of the Agency’s General Conference and will
enter into force on the ninetieth day after the date vof deposit with the Depositary (the
Agency’s Director General) of the twenty-second instrument of ratification, acceptance or -
approval, including the instruments of seventeen States, having each at least one nuclear

installation which has achicved criticality in a reactor core.

1. The provxsxons of this Conv«.nuon shall not 'xffcct lhc n;,hts and oblxg'uions of lhc
Contracting Parties under their law to protéct information-from disclosurc. For thie purposes
of this Article, "information" includes, inter alia, (i) personal data; (ii) information protected
by intellectual property rights or by industrial or commercial confidentiality; and (iii)
information relating to national sccuruy or to the physical protection of nuclear materials or
nuclcar installations.

2. When, in the context of this Convention, a Contracting Party provides information
identified by it as protected as described in paragraph 1, such information shall be used only
for the purposes for which it has been provided and its confidentiality shall be respected.

ARTICLE 28. SECRETARIAT

1. The International Atomic Energy Agency, (hereinafter referred to as the "Agency")
shall provide the secretariat for the meetings of the Contracting Parties.
